REMINDER: Connotation is an idea or feeling that a word invokes in addition to its literal or
primary meaning. The emotions and associations connected to the word affect its connotation.
However, denotation is just the literal / dictionary definition of a word.

For example, house and home mean the same thing (so they have the same denotation) but
home has a more positive connotation. The words assertive and bossy also have the same
basic denotation but assertive has a more positive association and connotation.

ALSO the word consequences means result or effect of an action or condition. There can be
positive or negative consequences; however, the word normally is associated the negative
impact of one’s poor choices.

Black cats are associated with bad luck; as a result, there is a negative connotation associated
with them.
